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Abstract

This article is a part of the research title “Factors that Effect to Quality of Work Life
of Persons with Physical Disabilities who work for Private Organizations” aimed to study
the factors related to quality of work life of persons with physical disabilities who work for
private organizations. This is a qualitative research that data were collected from persons
with physical disabilities who work for private organizations. An in-depth interviews and
a question guideline were used with a snowball technique, the sample consisted of 12
participants in the Central of Thailand who have mobility impairments. According to the
findings, there were 5 main factors affecting persons with physical disabilities: 1) Factors
related to organization which consisted of minor factors were understanding of disabilities
and the limitations of disabilities, assistive technology for persons with disabilities, the abil-
ity to do things that are capable, interested and beloved, a job opportunity, work safety,
equal rights as other people, career path, work flexibility without pressure, development
of persons with disabilities, participation in organization activities, work environment and
Human Resource Management. 2) Factors related to people who associated with persons
with disabilities consisted of minor factors were colleagues, supervisors, family support and
business owner. 3) Factors related to compensation and benefits consisted of minor factors
were compensation, welfare of accommodation, welfare of health insurance, life insur-
ance and provident fund and other benefits. 4) Factors related to persons with disabilities
themselves consisted of minor factors were positive attitude of persons with disabilities,
adaptation of persons with disabilities, development of persons with disabilities, strength
and mindset and independent living. 5) Factors related to government consisted of minor
factors were convenience when traveling to work, Social Security, Industrial Rehabilitation
Centre and government policy.

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Abstract

The purposes of the study were to evaluate standards, criteria and indicators for
sign language operations during B.E. 2561 (C.E. 2018). The study was conducted using both
quantitative and qualitative methodologies. Questionnaires were used with the samples.
The sampling method of the study was simple random sampling from 50 sign language
interpreters registered with the Department of Empowerment of Persons with Disabili-
ties, and focus group discussions with 13 academic dignitaries. The statistics used were
descriptive, number, percentage, and content analysis. The results showed that standard
evaluation results criteria and indicators for sign language interpreters were suitable and
applicable. The Performance Standards for Sign Language Interpreters B.E. 2561 consists of
five standards, 20 criteria and 20 indicators. The proportion scores for each standard are as
follows: Performance Standard 1, complete translation or message conveyance (5 criteria
and 5 indicators) 50%; Performance Standard 2, respect of sign language interpreter’s and
clients’ dignity and rights (3 criteria and 3 indicators) 15%; Performance Standard 3, own
sign language skills development (3 criteria and 3 indicators) 9%; Performance Standard
4, being a good role model in the sign language interpreter profession (7 criteria and 7
indicators) 14%; and, Performance Standard 5, compliance with relevant regulations (2
criteria and 2 indicators) 12%.

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Abstract

This research has the following objectives 1) to develop a developmental promotion
kit for children with intellectual disabilities in the early stage. 2) to find out the effectiveness
of the developmental promotion kit for children with intellectual disabilities in the early stage.
The sample consisted of 5 children with intellectual disabilities aged 2-5 years, selected by
purposive sampling. Tools used in this research were a manual for the development of chil-
dren with intellectual disabilities in the early stage. Plan for organizing activities to promote
development of children with intellectual disabilities in the early stage, media to promote
the development of children with intellectual disabilities in the early stage, and the speech
ability assessment form of children with intellectual disabilities in the early stage.The exper-
iment took 6 weeks, with 20 minutes of weeks each 5 days of the week. Data was analyzed
using stastistics, percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The results revealed that 1) The
development promotion kit for children with intellectual disabilities in the early stage at the
beginning is suitable at a very good level, can be used practically. 2) The developmental
package for children with intellectual disabilities in the early stage is found effective accord-
ing to the criteria 70/70 to the scores during the development of speech development skills
of children with intellectual disabilities in the early stage was with an average score of 75.95
percent. The scores after the development of speech development skills of children with
intellectual disabilities in the early stage by using the development kits for children with in-
tellectual disabilities in the early stage was with an average score of 79.76 percent which is
higher than set benchmark.

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Abstract

This study aimed 1) to develop parent training program for parents of children with learning
disabilities. 2) to compare the knowledge, attitude, and child caring skills of parents whose children
diagnosed with learning disabilities. 3) to compare the knowledge, attitude, and child caring skills of
parents from the experimental and control group. 4) to evaluate the persistence of the knowledge,
attitude, and child caring skills of parents from the experimental group, after the training ended
immediately, at one month, and three months. The research was designed as Quasi experimental
research pretest posttest control group design. The samples were parents of children aged between
6-12 years old with learning disabilities at Chiang Rai prachanukroh Hospital from 1 January to 31
December 2018. The sampling of 2 groups was done by simple random sampling, 8 parents for
intervention group, and 11 parents for control group. Instruments were used which were 1) Inter-
vention adapted from parent management training of Department of Psychiatry, Faculty of Medicine
Siriraj Hospital. Intervention had period weekly for 8 session. 2) Learning disability questionnaire. 3)
The questionnaire of Attitude to take care children with learing disabilities. 4) Child caring ques-
tionnaire (parents Form). 5) Child caring questionnaire (children Form). The Wilcoxon Matched Pairs
Signed-Ranks Test and The Mann-Whitney U test were used for data analysis. Results: After Parent
training program, Intervention group significantly higher scores in Knowledge at p = .05.  Attitude
and child caring did not differ significantly between Pre-and Post-test evaluation. Before and after
Parent training program, Knowledge, attitude and child caring did not differ significantly between
Intervention group and control group. There was no significant change in posttest and 1 month and

3 month follow up.

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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to identify the prevalence of alcohol drinking and
cigarette smoking and to analyze the factors related to alcohol drinking and cigarette smoking
among hearing impaired adolescents. The Theory of Triadic Influence (TTI) was used as a
conceptual framework. The 289 participants were hearing impaired male and female upper
secondary school students studying in schools for the deaf. Data were collected with ques-
tionnaires. Descriptive statistical analysis and binary logistic regression with a 95% confidence
intervnal were used to analyze the data. The results of the study showed that the prevalence
of alcohol drinking and cigarette smoking among hearing impaired adolescents were 49.5%
and 24.8% respectively. Factors related to alcohol drinking were attitude towards alcohol
drinking (OR=5.63; 95%(CI=2.843-11.129), offers of alcohol drinking (OR=17.94; 95%C|=7.637-
42.132) and parental approval of alcohol drinking (OR=2.10; 95%CI=1.105-3.994).  Factors
related to cigarette smoking were gender (OR=2.36; 95%Cl=1.001-5.564), attitude towards
alcohol drinking (OR=3.50; 95%Cl=1.514-8.095), peer smoking (OR=3.67; 95 %CI=199-11.245)
and offers of smoking (OR=24.84, 95%C|=6.980-88.363). The study results contribute to the
overall understanding and knowledge of alcohol drinking and smoking behaviors among hear-
ing impaired adolescents. Accordingly, these findings will be useful to be as a guideline to
plan and develop effective prevention programs tailored to the context of hearing impaired
adolescents, in order to prevent them from alcohol drinking and cigarette smoking.

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Abstract

Nowadays, there is a regulation to support equality of human rights, which there must
not have discrimination, either for causes of disability or physical causes. Meanwhile, education
has been considered to be a cause of social equality and tool for developing country. However,
if educational context is not supported for persons with disabilities, the learners will not be
able to access educational system and they will not have opportunity for studying. This article
is documentary research from the academic articles, the related literatures and the judgment
create additional legal knowledge elements about the ways to develop education support
for people with disabilities to promote social equality. At the same time, legal principle from
USA is compared with Thai’s legal principle which can be seen about better opportunity to
support for persons with disabilities in Thailand. The reason is that, USA has been considered
as the first country that has regulated to support persons with disabilities, priority on educa-
tional support for persons with disabilities, and legal measures to support and also to improve
education to be potential for persons with disabilities. Thailand should have multidisciplinary
specialists to design the particular curriculum for persons with disabilities and to promote
technological devices and facilities for developing quality of education to be effective.

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Abstract
This research aimed to 1) study the current states of teacher’s research ability in school for
the deaf in northeastern region and 2) study the guideline to enhance teacher’s research ability. This
research was mixed method research, consists of quantitative research and qualitative research. Sam-
ples were 142 teachers and 10 experts. Tools were a research knowledge test form, questionnaire of
current states for teacher’s research ability and in-depth interview form for the guideline to enhance
teacher’s research ability. The quantitative data were analyzed by basic statistics such as mean and
standard deviation and qualitative data were analyzed by content analysis. The research findings were
as follows: 1. The current states of teacher’s research ability were found that research ability of teachers
in knowledge equals 42.70 percent of the full scores, which was 60 percent lower than the criteria set
by the researchers, with an average of 21.35 and the standard deviation of 7.07. The research ability of
teachers in skills was at a medium level with an average of 3.32 and a standard deviation of .609 and
teachers’ research ability in characteristics was at a high level with an average of 3.96 and a standard
deviation of .73. 2. The guidelines for enhancing research ability included 2 principles. The first one
was the principle of management to enhance teacher’s research ability which consisted of 7 guidelines
which were (1) Establishing a network of cooperation between schools and higher education institutions,
(2) Team building and research mentor system for teachers, (3) Creating strategies for teachers to be
motivated to conduct research,(4) Applying the 5W2H management principles to plan the research ability
development of teachers, (5) Creating a short-term research training course, (6) Providing knowledge to
teachers by experts and (7) Setting the online research clinic for consulting clinic to teachers. The second
one was the principle of teacher’s research ability development which consisted of 5 guidelines which
were (1) Organizing workshops focusing on real hands-on practice, (2) The PLC (Professional Learning
Community) was used to drive the research output of teachers. (3) The activities to promote the research
learning process for teachers, (4) Research consulting by research experts and (5) Supervision monitoring

and evaluation of teacher research by the school internal supervision system

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Abstract

Perspective Transformation is a person who changes their mind. This may cause from
background experiences or crises in life. The most difficulty is to open up and accept a crisis
that may require the learning process from perspective transformation. People with disabil-
ities who suffer from crises caused by accidents such as the case study of teacher Kampol
Thongboonnom, the author of the electronic book “Bright mind, even physically disabled”.
This book is analyzed form of transfer of self-empowerment experiences by analyzing through
10 steps to learning from the transformation of Mezirow’s concepts. The 10 items of devel-
opment under the self-empowerment of disabled people in crisis. At the beginning of the
battle/bargain to facing with passing throughout his life after becoming a patient since the
accident (when he lost, this is the start of self-empowerment). This article consists of several
factors to empowerment (such as illness self-values relative cause a factor, will to be move
on, beliefs that influence the patient’s ability to manage due to the problem and obstacle
which were both of positive and negative, life goals, personal experiences that influence beliefs
like self-concept, self-motivation, and self-control). The results of self-empowerment were: 1)
self-development 2) sense of mastery.
